The 34t Red Bull Infantry Division of the Minnesota
Army National Guard is currently deployed to Iraq in
support of Operation Iraqi Freedom. This marks the
first time that the Red Bull Division headquarters has
deployed to a combat zone since it ended its World
War Il service in Italy in April 1945.

This is only the second time than an Army National
Guard Division headquarters has deployed to command
one of the Multinational Divisions areas in Irag. The
1,400-plus members of the Division provide the
command and control for five brigades and other
subordinate units comprising more than 15,000 soldiers
and civilians in the southern nine provinces of Iraq and
known as Multinational Division-South.

The nine provinces make up an area equal in size to
Minnesota. Headquartered in Basra, the DI v i S i
mission is to transition security to the lragi Security
Forces and enable the building of civil capacity in Iraqi
society.

No matter the level of command to which assigned, judge advocates have
several roles. They are counselors, advocates, and trusted advisors to
commanders and Soldiers. They are Soldiers, leaders, and subject matter
experts in all of the core legal disciplines. In every aspect of their professional
lives, judge advocates serve the Army and the Nation with their expertise,
dedication, and selflessness.

There are 17 Minnesota lawyers deployed with the 34t Infantry Division.
Thirteen of them serve in the Office of the Staff Judge Advocate (OSJA). Four
others serve in non-attorney positions in the headquarters.

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Office of the Staff Judge Advocate, 34t Red Bull Infantry Division

Lieutenant Colonel John Brossart (Arden Hills) is the 34th Infantry Division Staff
Judge Advocate. He is the senior legal advisor to the Commanding General and Division
Staff. He supervises and directs 12 attorneys and 15 paralegals at the Division headquarters.
He also provides technical supervision to five brigade legal offices, comprising an additional
12 attorneys, in MND-S. A graduate of the University of Minnesota Law School (1982), with
active duty service in Panama, John has been the full-time legal advisor to the Minnesota
National Guard since 1996.

Lieutenant Colonel Fred Karasov (Minneapolis) is the Chief, Military Justice. He is
responsible for advising the commanding general on military justice matters and
overseeing all military justice and adverse administrative actions in the division. He
graduated from William Mitchell College of Law (1983) and is a Hennepin County District
Court Judge. He previously deployed to Kosovo in 2004.

Major Tom Hagen (Waseca) is the Deputy Staff Judge Advocate. His role is to
supervise, mentor, train, and synchronize the day-to-day operations of the OSJA, as well
as actinthe S J ABsesice. A graduate of William Mitchell College of Law (1996), Tom is
employed by the Minnesota Department of Commerce. His previous deployments
include Bosnia (2003-04) and Iraq (2005-06).

Major Darrin Rosha (Independence) is the Chief, Operational Law. His role is to
manage the operational law team in the provision of advice to commanders and staff on
all areas of operational and international law involving targeting, rules of engagement,
information and psychological operations, intelligence law and detainee operations.

A 1996 graduate of the University of Minnesota Law School, Darrin clerked for the
Honorable Gerald W. Heaney of the U.S Court of Appeals for the Eighth Circuit before
entering private practice. He currently practices law with Scherzo and Trio Legal
Advisors, PLLC.

Major Greg Uhl (Eagan) serves as Chief, Administrative and Civil Law. His section
practices a broad variety of legal disciplines to include the Environmental Law program
with a focus on Base Closure/Transfer; the Fiscal Law program provides legal analysis of
contract and fiscal requests within the Division to ensure compliance with law and
regulation; the Administrative Law program provides advice to investigating officers and
reviews investigations for legal sufficiency. A graduate of William Mitchell College of
Law (2000), Greg is employed by Bradley & Guzzetta of St. Paul. Greg previously
deployed to Kosovo in 2004.

Captain Catherine LaRoque (Maplewood) is serving as Chief, Legal Assistance.
The Legal Assistance office on Contingency Operating Base Basrah provides legal
services for the personal legal issues of a service population approaching 5,000
personnel including servicemembers, DoD Civilians and contractors. She is a
graduate of the University of Minnesota Law School (2003).

Division. He serves as the primary staff synchronizing agent for all planning, preparation,
and execution of the Division.
