In 2010, with a small staff and numerous volunteers,
Debra and her small staff assisted more than 19,000
walk-in individuals, each of whom was a real person
with a need for individualized help. That's 75 people
a day — many of whom are acting in ways that most
of us would consider “challenging.”

Disability Rights CLE at

Annual Meeting A Success
By Greg Brooker

The Public Law Section sponsored a seminar on
disability rights and the new ADA regulations at its

annual meeting on May 20. The first segment of
the seminar focused on the elimination of disability
bias in the judicial system. U.S. District Court

Judge Donovan Frank spoke on how the federal
courts have handled disabled jurors, including
persons with sight impairments and developmental
disabilities. He also discussed the court’s outreach
to persons with disabilities, especially those with

developmental disabilities.

Following Judge Frank’s discussion, Laurie
Vasichek, a Senior Trial Attorney at the EEOC,
discussed the ADA Amendments Act (ADAAA) of
2008. Vasichek explained that , although Congress
did not change the definition of “disability” in the
ADAAA, it did statutorily change what constitutes
